A pre-operative screening and post-operative follow-up 

consultation with a psychological support team member are 
required for each patient.

Registered/Licensed Dietitian
A dietitian specializing in the nutritional needs of bariatric 

patients will meet with you to provide a nutritional pre-surgi-
cal and post-operative nutritional evaluation. The dietitian is a 
member of the American Dietetic Association.

Exercise Physiologist
A team member specializing in the field of exercise will be 

available for postoperative follow-up. This program will be cus-
tomized to meet the individual needs of each bariatric patient.

John M. Price, M.D., the program’s Medical Director, 

has performed surgical weight loss procedures since 1993; 
laparoscopically since 2001. The procedures offered are 
laparoscopic Roux-en-Y Gastric Bypass, Laparoscopic 
Adjustable Gastric Banding, Vertical Sleeve Gastrectomy, 
and revisions of failed surgical weight loss procedures. Dr. 
Price is a consulting surgeon with Ethicon Endo-Surgery®, 
teaching his gastric bypass technique to other surgeons 
in the field. Dr. Price also performs skin reduction proce-
dures (tummy tuck, etc.) following weight loss surgery.

G. Brent Sorensen, M.D., became interested in bariat-

rics while still in surgical residency. He was inspired and 
trained by pioneers in the field of laparoscopic bariatrics—

from his training to further improve patient care and 
outcomes in bariatrics. He performs laparoscopic gastric 
bypass, laparoscopic sleeve gastrectomy, and laparoscopic 
adjustable gastric band as well as other minimally invasive 
and endoscopic procedures. Dr. Sorensen is also very active 
in surgical education and serves as an Associate Professor 
of Surgery for the University of Missouri–Kansas City.
